This has been jumped on
resulting in the top being bent to such an extent that the storage is no longer water-tight.
Last week one of our fruit trees in the garden area of the school grounds (corner of
Furlong Lane and Great Furlong) was broken off.

I know that these problems were caused after school hours. While on their own the
incidents are somewhat trivial, I am sure you would agree that it would be undesirable to
let things escalate.
